Texas Street in Fairfield.  Judging begins at 11 a.m.  All entries will be on display October 2-9.

OFFICIAL CONTEST RULES 

1. The ‘Sweet Art’ Candy Contest will take place at the Fairfield Center for the Creative Arts, on Saturday, October 1st, 2005.  The event is sponsored by the Fairfield Visual Arts Association in conjunction with the Fairfield Downtown Association’s 5th Annual Candy Festival on October 8th.  Entries will be received from 8 AM to 10:30 AM.  Judging will begin at 11 AM.  All entries will remain with FVAA for a one-week showing from October 2-9, 2005 unless otherwise advised by the contest sponsors.

2. Participants may use any form of candy in preparing their artwork – Jelly Bellys, chocolates, licorice whips, lemon drops, cinnamon imperials, etc. Two dimensional candy art is defined as a relief, collage, or painting using candy or melted candy as the medium. Decorated cakes will be defined as 2 dimensional art, unless specifically requested by the entrant. Participants may use forms or molds for their 3 dimensional sculpture. Either edible or non-edible materials may be used in the artwork construction (i.e. glue, paint, etc.)  Art must be original; no pre-packaged designs. Prepackaged bases are acceptable.
3. All entries must be brought in complete; no cooking will take place on site.  No refrigeration will be available.
4. Contestants are required to provide their entry in/on a non-returnable container/plate/platform.  FVAA is not responsible for any lost or stolen items.
5. Any person who has a family member judging may not enter the competition.

6. Contestants will be assigned a contestant number.  Each contestant should verify that the number on the side of their container is the same as their assigned contestant number.

7. Selected judges will vote for the art categories in a blind judging for the 2 D and 3 D categories.  The winner of the People’s Choice Award will be determined by popular vote during the Candy Festival on October 8. The decision of our judges is final. 

8. Judges are not allowed in the judging area when the entries are brought in.  Contestants are not allowed in the judging area while the judging is in process.

9. The decision of the judges will be final.  

10. FVAA reserves the right to exclude any entries that are not appropriate for children.    

11. Cash awards will be presented to the first place winner of the 2-D category, the winner of the 3-D category and the winner of the People’s Choice Award.  Ribbons for second, third and honorable mentions will be awarded in the 2-D and 3-D categories.
