Mrs. Margaret Scholl, a long time Fairfield resident and mother to three veterans of the Armed Services will serve as Grand Marshal of the annual Independence Day Parade, on Friday, July 4, 2008.  Mrs. Scholl is a native of Vallejo, and has lived in Fairfield since 1948.  Complete information about Mrs. Scholl, including some of her remembrances of life in Fairfield over the years is attached. 

Kicking off the celebration will be a Pancake Breakfast at the Fairfield Masonic Lodge, 412 Travis Blvd.  Breakfast will be served from 6:30 to 10:00am.  Children six years of age and under eat free!  Children 6 to 12 years old pay 3.50, and adults pay $5.00.  Proceeds will benefit the programs of the Fairfield-Suisun Chapter of the Eastern Star. For those who want to grab a bite and walk to the reviewing stand, a second pancake breakfast will be hosted by Boy Scout Troop 482 and held at the Moose Lodge on Taylor Street between Texas Street and Missouri Street.
The parade will begin at 10:00am.  The parade route begins at the intersection of Webster and Kentucky Streets.  It marches west on Kentucky St to Taylor Street where it turns south.  At Texas Street the parade moves east to Washington Street, where it disbands at Kentucky Street.  The Reviewing Stand will be placed along Texas Street at Madison Street, near Fairfield Center for Creative Arts.  Channel 26 will broadcast the parade live for those folks who are unable to make it downtown for the festivities.

From 11:00 am until 2:00, the Youth Council for Fairfield’s Quality Neighborhood Team will sponsor a barbeque on the Solano County Courthouse Annex lawn (Jefferson & Texas Streets).  Price is $5, with all proceeds benefiting the scout troop and its activities.  From 11am until 1:30pm, local band Watersign will entertain the crowd with a FREE concert.

The theme for this year’s parade is, “I’M PROUD TO WAVE THE RED, WHITE AND BLUE”.  Cash awards, trophies and ribbons will be presented in 32 categories, with Sweepstakes awards for Best Use of Red, White and Blue, and Grand Sweepstakes.  Every entry will receive a certificate of participation.  

The entry fee for the parade is $35, and businesses, service clubs and schools are all encouraged to enter.  The $35 entry fee will be waived for any marching band or other live-music entry.  Floats, decorated vehicles and mounted units are very popular with spectators.
